Another way to give to UUCA is to specify that real estate, investments, art, etc be given to UUCA.  They will be liquidated and the proceeds added to our Endowment Fund.

Once you sign the letter of intent you will automatically be listed as a member of the Legacy Society.  We would like to honor and recognize all members of the Legacy Society at a special soiree this fall as both a thank you – and to update you on what we’ve been able to accomplish in the last couple of months.
